There is a time commitment that will be
required to be successful, so each ambassador must have time in their schedules this upcoming
academic year to be able to plan and implement outdoor outings and activities with your school
program, club, or department, create social media content, and communicate with and report
back to the National Park Trust. Each ambassador must be in good academic standing with
their university and have at least one campus faculty as an adviser for the year of programming.
